The list is under continuous review where species and forms are either
added or removed following rigorous assessment. Updated on the
TBOSG website, changes to the list are adopted with immediate effect.
TBOSG has adopted the conventions of UK Butterflies for all its
faxonomic needs.
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Each taxon is headed followed by the vernacular name, scienfific
name and either S (full species) or F (form). Full species are in capitals

and forms in lower case.
